To: Scroll toward the end of a document in larger increments.
Press: PAGE DOWN 



To: Scroll toward the end of a document.
Press: DOWN ARROW 



To: Select all items on the current Web page.
Press: CTRL+A 



To: Select the text in the Address bar.

To: Set printing options and print the page.

To: Specify how you want frames to print. This option is available only if you are printing a Web page that uses frames.
Press: ALT+F 



To: Stop downloading a page.

To: Toggle between full-screen and regular views of the browser window.

To: Type the number of the page you want displayed.
Press: ALT+A 



To: "When in the Address bar, move the cursor left to the next logical break in the address (period or slash).
Press: CTRL+LEFT ARROW 



To: "When in the Address bar, move the cursor right to the next logical break in the address (period or slash).
Press: CTRL+RIGHT ARROW 



To: Zoom in.
Press: ALT+PLUS 



To: Zoom out.
