Measurable Annual Goal:  When presented with daily Braille lessons, Mighty will demonstrate her knowledge of the Braille code through reading and brailing 3 out of 3 passages of three to five sentences over 5 consecutive days; 85% or better accuracy on passages.

Mighty has been working in the formal Braille curriculum “Building on Patterns” for the past nine weeks. She is able to identify the location of the page number in a book, the left, right, top, and bottom of the page, turn the page right side up, and locate the beginning of the text. Mighty has completed 30 out of 36 of the lessons in the “Building on Patterns” curriculum. 
Mighty is able to read and write all letters of the Braille alphabet and all the un-contracted words. She is able to read and write the Braille contractions ar, er, gh, th, and the whole word contraction, “the.” Using un-contracted Braille, Mighty is able to read and write simple sentences, and contracted Braille words using ar, er, gh, th, and  the whole word contraction, “the.”  
Mighty demonstrates very good technique when reading Braille; she is very excited about reading and likes to demonstrate her skills to others. Mighty Brailled her own copy of the book “Who Fed the Chickens”, using the newly introduced contraction “the”, and read the book aloud to her class. 

All of Mighty’s reading materials have been provided to her in Braille so that she may follow along with her classmates as stories are read. Mighty has been reading and writing the second-grade-level spelling and vocabulary words in Braille each week and has a 100% grade average in spelling. Although Mighty is not yet reading all words in a story, she is able to track the lines of Braille using both hands together and recognize and read some of the words as stories are read aloud in class.

Measurable Annual Goal:  When presented with daily math lessons using math Braille, Abacus and/or tactile materials, Mighty will demonstrate her knowledge of the math Braille code (Nemeth) and the Abacus through reading, Brailling and solving 5 out of 5 simple numerical operation problems daily over 5 consecutive days; 85% or better accuracy for each trial.

Date Initiated: 11/13/07
Mighty has been introduced to Nemeth; the Braille math code. She is able to read and write numerals into the hundreds using either Literary or Nemeth Braille. Mighty is also able to read and write the Nemeth symbols for “+”, “-“, and “=.” 
Over the past nine weeks, Mighty has been practicing her addition number facts. She has been participating with her classmates in a “Mad Minute” test each week and is able to read and correctly answer 10 math facts, using math facts 0-5, in less than one minute.
Mighty is able to count into the hundreds on the Abacus and is able to solve simple addition sentences using the Abacus. 
Mighty has become proficient using the Talking Calculator to solve addition and subtraction problems, as well as, problems involving money. She also uses manipulatives to help her solve addition and subtraction problems. 
Mighty is able to identify all coins using real money and give their values. She is able to count money using pennies, nickels, dimes, and quarters. 
Mighty has been using a number board, which has the numbers in Nemeth Braille. She is able to read and place all 100 numbers on the board, as well as use the board to demonstrate counting by 5’s and 10’s and solving addition and subtraction problems. 
Mighty is able to copy a pattern of tactile shapes and is able to continue a given pattern of tactile shapes. Mighty understands the concept of setting up a pattern and is able to set up her own pattern of tactile shapes for someone to copy or continue.

Measurable Annual Goal:  When given daily Orientation and Mobility instruction, Mighty will demonstrate proper cane management of storing her cane when not in use, keeping it out in front of her and on the ground when in use, and holding it upright when standing still; 100% accuracy during 5 consecutive lessons.

Method of Measurement: documented observation

Mighty stores her cane on a hook provided for her when she is in her classroom. She hangs her cane on the hook upon entering the classroom and is able to reliably locate her cane when she needs it for travel. 
Mighty properly stores her cane under the lunch table and keeps her foot on her cane to always know where it is and to keep it out of the way of others. When Mighty stops during travel she will usually pull her cane to an appropriate upright position; she is not yet at 100% reliability, however, she is getting very close. 
Mighty travels with her cane out in front of her, but often more to her right side and she has been reluctant to move her cane from side-to-side.  Mighty was given a new cane on 5/2/08, which is a little longer and has a rolling marshmallow tip. The new tip rolls very smoothly and Mighty immediately, without prompt, started to move her cane from side-to-side while using the new cane.

Measurable Annual Goal:  When given daily Orientation and Mobility instruction, Mighty will demonstrate her understanding of body concepts related to movement and the relationship of her body to objects by correctly identifying whether she is going right, left, or straight and stating the correct position of an object in relation to her body; 100% accuracy over 5 consecutive lessons.
Date Initiated: 11/13/07

Mighty is able to correctly state whether she is turning right, left, or going straight. She is learning to accurately state which direction she needs to turn to go to a given destination when exiting her classroom, and at some places along routinely traveled routes. 
Mighty is able to independently locate her desk in her classroom and the table in the classroom at which we work. Mighty is able to reliably locate the bathroom from her classroom, and regain orientation when she travels a route incorrectly.

Measurable Annual Goal:  When given daily Orientation and Mobility instruction, Mighty will travel 3 routes on the school campus independently with adult supervision using proper cane grip and positioning; 100% accuracy on each route over 5 lessons.
Date Initiated: 11/13/07
With adult supervision, Mighty is able to independently, successfully locate the nurse’s office, school office, and cafeteria without prompts. She uses floor textures, landmarks, clues and trailing techniques to help her locate these destinations. 
Mighty was accustomed to using a guide when traveling to the playground and was unable to locate the playground independently. On 5/12/08, Mighty was able to travel from her classroom to the playground with only a few verbal prompts. Mighty correctly turned onto the sidewalk after crossing the metal grates and correctly turned onto the pedestrian walkway after detecting the sloping sidewalk and the pavement texture. Mighty can detect ground textures very accurately and successfully uses them to maintain orientation to familiar routes.  
Other traveling techniques that have been introduced are shorelining, narrow passageway and going up and down stairs. Mighty is making progress with these techniques, but all of these areas need continued work.
Mighty has missed one lesson to honor a school fieldtrip and one lesson while I honor other obligations. When visits are not possible, it is my policy to make up the lost time through time added to other lessons. And, when lessons are not available to Mighty, activity ideas and materials are left with the classroom teachers, many of which have been incorporated into the classroom lesson plans. In addition, considerable time has been spent toward customizing materials and curriculum to address Mighty’s specific learning needs.
