Measurable Annual Goal:  Joy will increase her visual functioning from a 7-8 range on the Christine Roman Consideration of CVI scale to the 9-10 range by April 11, 2008.

The American Printing House for the Blind (APH) catalog has been made available to the team toward ordering anything they need to support their services for Joy. Joy has been registered for the APH quota fund system and may borrow anything she or her team needs.  A Resonance Board has been placed in the classroom for Joy’s use, as well as, a texture tiles mounted to the wall around the Resonance Board, an Activity Bucket, Nubby Board, Mylar hoop, and ESSEF board. These are all “home made” devices that help to exaggerate sensory information, allowing Joy time to process the information and learn from it. Through this process, Joy has been encouraged to use fine and gross motor skills, visual perception skills, and develop the ability to self-initiate activities. 

Using the Lilli Nielson Functional Scheme, a functional skills assessment addressing sensory avenues, Joy demonstrates progress in all skill areas, with the exception of toileting and personal hygiene. Joy has filled in the splintered skills in the areas of visual perception, spatial perception, and play activities. Joy
has increased her ability to demonstrate a mastery of skills in the area of gross movement, fine movement, auditory perception, non-verbal language, comprehension of language, and emotional perception by nine months.  Joy has also increased her ability to demonstrate mastery of mouth movement, haptic-tactile perception, use of smell and taste, and verbal language by four to five month’s growth.  Joy is best able to demonstrate her mastery of skills while eating chocolate pudding or ice-cream, and while playing in the Sensory Corner. 
Joy had an appointment with Dr. Bob, ophthalmologist, Wednesday, June 27, 2007. I attended this visit to help the family gain the most information possible about Joy’s vision condition.  As a result of this visit, Joy was referred to doctors in Albuquerque for further testing. This testing has recently occurred and the results are not yet known. 
Joy has missed one lesson to honor school activities, one lesson while I honor other obligations, and three lessons due to her absence. When visits are not possible, it is my policy to make up the lost time through time added to other lessons, and when lessons are not available to Joy, activity ideas and materials are left with the classroom teachers, many of which have been incorporated into the classroom lesson plans. In addition, considerable time has been spent toward customizing materials and curriculum to address Joy’s specific learning needs.  
Joy’s scheduled visits are October 14, 16, 21, 23, 28, and 30th, November 4, 6, 11, 13, 18, and 20th.
