Purchase of 0.5 Acre of Land. 



Interim Co-Superintendent Linda Lyle, presented the board with 



information regarding the need to purchase an additional one-half acre of 


land identified at the May 24, 2007 Board of Regents meeting. 


The needed acreage is currently being advertised for sale by the NM 
Commissioner of Public Lands.  Ms. Lyle requested permission from the 
board for NMSBVI to purchase the advertised land, pending approval for 
the purchase from the Higher Education Dept. and the Board of Finance.  
The property is described as “Part of the NW1/4SE1/4 and SW1/4SW1/4 
of Section 28, Township 10 North, Range 4 East Bernalillo County, NM. 


Upon approval of this request, a sealed bid for the minimum amount of 
$131,433.00 will be submitted to the NM Commissioner of Public Lands 
for the purchase of the property. Bid submission deadline is 4:00 p.m. on 
August 15, 2007.


Ms. Lyle presented a request to the board for approval to lease one-half acre of land, as defined in the paragraph above, from the NM Commissioner of Public Lands for a period of one year.  During which time, NMSBVI would plan to purchase the land in a public bid.  The lease would expire upon the sale of the land.  Ms. Lyle stated this lease would help keep the Early Childhood Program’s building project on schedule by permitting NMSBVI to request bid proposals for construction. The leased land will be part of initial grading and utilities work. 

UPON A MOTION by David Baland, seconded by Christine Hall, the board moved to authorize the purchase of the advertised land as presented.  (carried unanimously)

UPON A MOTION by Alicia McAninch, seconded by David Baland, the board moved to approve to seek a lease agreement for one-half acre of land as described by Ms. Lyle in her memo from the NM Commissioner of Public Lands, not to exceed $5000 per year.  (carried unanimously)
