The special meeting was called to order by President Christine Hall at 7:00 p.m., Tuesday, April 2, 2013.  Board members present:  Alicia McAninch.  Board members participating by phone:  Christine Hall, Caroline Benavidez, Jeff Turner, and James Miyagishima. Staff present:  Superintendent Linda Lyle, Veronica Hernandez – Director of Human Resources, and Margie Macias - Director of Student Support Services.  John Williams – Executive Assistant to the Superintendent, was recorder.

A. Agenda.

Minutes, Regular Meeting of February 21, 2013.  

President Hall asked if there were any corrections to the presented minutes.  There were no corrections.
UPON A MOTION by Caroline Benavidez, seconded by Alicia McAninch, the Board moved to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting of February 21, 2013, as presented.  (carried unanimously)

Other Items.


A.
Purchase of School Vehicles.
Margie Macias presented a request to proceed with the purchase of three (3) Chevrolet Suburbans for student transportation at a total price of $100,785.00.  Vehicles for student transportation at the Alamogordo campus were last purchased in March 2012.  Capital Outlay purchases for this past year were held to a minimum affording the funding flexibility to purchase three additional Suburbans to replace others with high odometer readings, currently assigned to student transportation.  Statewide Price Agreements for large utility vehicles have expired and are presently in renewal review.  Because these vehicles need to be placed on order as soon as possible for delivery by June 30, 2013, NMSBVI conducted an Invitation to Bid solicitation.  Nine dealerships throughout the State were solicited directly and solicitation to bid advertisements were placed in three newspapers.  At closing of the bid solicitation, three bids were received, with Reliable Chevrolet of Albuquerque being the lowest.  Regent Turner asked if NMSBVI has ever explored leasing fleet vehicles instead of purchasing vehicles.  Margie Macias stated that NMSBVI did explore that avenue about 10 years ago and determined at that time that vehicles with vinyl seats and vinyl floors were not available for lease.  We could only get cloth seats and carpeted floors.  This is not suitable for our student transportation use.  We also determined that due to mileage limitations associated with lease contracts, leasing vehicles was not a wise fiscal decision as we put very high miles on our vehicles annually.  Regent Turner stated that things may have changed in the lease industry and he encouraged NMSBVI to explore the possibility of leasing versus purchasing.  We may determine that it is still wise for us to purchase, but we may also determine that fiscally it makes more sense to lease.  Superintendent Lyle stated that we will conduct that research before we bring another vehicle purchase recommendation to the Board.
UPON A MOTION by Alicia McAninch, seconded by James Miyagishima, the Board moved to approve the request to proceed with the purchase of three (3) Chevrolet Suburbans at a total price of $100,785.00, as presented.  (carried unanimously)

B. Audit Contract.

Margie Macias presented a request to award a one-year, small purchase services contract to Kriegel/Shaw/Gray & Company PC in the amount of $27,900.00 for audit year 2012-2013 for a total of 279 audit hours.  She explained that the Office of the State Auditor (OSA) encourages solicitation of multi-year contracts of OSA-approved Independent Public Accountants (IPA) and allows the issuance of a one-year contract, as a small purchase procurement, for IPA services that cost no more than $50,000.00 per year (excluding gross receipts tax).
UPON A MOTION by Jeff Turner, seconded by Alicia McAninch, the Board moved to approve the request to award a one-year, small purchase services contract to Kriegel/Shaw/Gray & Company PC in the amount of $27,900 for the audit year 2012-2013 for a total of 279 audit hours, as presented.  (carried unanimously)
