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GENERAL POLICY

It is expressly allowed that one or more Regents may participate in New Mexico School for the Blind & Visually Impaired (NMSBVI) board meetings by means of conference telephone or similar communications equipment, as permitted by NMSA 1978 Section 10-15-1C.

In accordance with Section 10-15-1C of the Open Meetings Act, a member of a local public body (NMSBVI Board of Regents) may participate in a meeting of the public body by means of telephone conference call or other similar communications equipment when it is otherwise difficult or impossible for the member(s) to attend the meeting in person, provided that each member participating by conference telephone can be identified when speaking, all participants are able to hear each other at the same time and members of the public attending the meeting are able to hear any member of the public body who speaks during the meeting. 

The Board of Regents of the NMSBVI desires to allow Board members to participate in a manner consistent with this subsection of the Open Meetings Act.

The NMSBVI Board of Regents is authorized to use a conference telephone or similar communications equipment for Board members to participate in meetings of the Board of Regents when it is otherwise difficult or impossible for the Board members to attend in person. The Administration shall assure that any equipment acquired for this purpose meets the conditions of Section 10-15-1C relating to the ability to identify participants and the ability by members of the board and public to hear the proceedings. 
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
