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GENERAL POLICY
Pursuant to NMAC 6.10.8 school attendance in New Mexico is mandated for all students under the age of 18. Regular, uninterrupted instruction supplemented with participation and interaction with classmates is essential to meet the goals of every class. In order to demonstrate that a student has mastered the competencies related to a course, the student must have an attendance record that demonstrates an appropriate amount of time spent mastering the material of that course.  
ATTENDANCE REQUIRED FOR APPROVED CREDIT
In order to receive credit for any class while enrolled at NMSBVI, a student must:

1. Attend at least 90 percent of the days the class is offered.

2. A student who attends less than 90 percent, but more than 75 percent of the days the class is offered may receive credit for the class only if he or she completes a plan, approved by the Director of Student Services that allows the student to fulfill the instructional requirements for the class. 

3. If a student is involved in a criminal or juvenile court proceeding, the approval of the judge presiding over the case will also be required before the student receives credit for the class.
4. If a student attends less than 75 percent of the days a class is offered or has not completed a plan approved by the Director of Student Services, the student will be referred to the Attendance Review Committee to determine whether there are extenuating circumstances for the absences.

5. In the event extenuating circumstances are identified, the Attendance Review Committee has the authority to develop a plan for credit recovery for the student, if appropriate.

A student or parent may appeal the decision of the Attendance Review Committee to the NMSBVI Board of Regents by submitting a written request to the Superintendent within 5 days of notification of the committee’s decision. 
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
