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GENERAL POLICY 

The New Mexico School for the Blind and Visually Impaired exists as an educational agency for students who are blind and visually impaired who live in New Mexico.  All programs have admission criteria that require an identified visual impairment with assessment documentation demonstrating the impact of the vision impairment on learning. All students receive services via an individualized education plan or an individualized family service plan. Students who live within the boundaries of New Mexico are eligible for services if they meet admission criteria. A limited number of qualifying students outside of New Mexico may also receive services if a Joint Powers Agreement between the district and NMSBVI is developed that carefully describes the fee for service structure of the agreement.
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
